What to expect
« Connection:

or "Who is Jesus?" or "Why did Jesus die?".

« Conversation:

Participants break into small groups to discuss the talk, ask questions, and share their
thoughts. Participants can say whatever they think in a safe and friendly environment.

« Anyone curious about Christianity and its core beliefs.
« Those with questions about life, faith, and purpose.
« It's open to everyone and designed to be a space with no pressure or follow-up.

It is Bishop Joseph's express wish that Alpha start in
Kamloops and then grow throughout the Diocese.
